Caption: Astronomers have used Chandra data to capture a dramatic image of an enormous tail of hot
gas. This tail stretches for more than a million light years behind a group of galaxies that is falling into
the depths of an even-larger cluster of galaxies. The left panel shows a wide-field view of the entire
system while the right is a close-up view of the infalling galaxy group.
