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JUPITER
Jupiter, the fifth planet from the Sun in our Solar System, has remarkable auroras. A study with NASA’s Chandra 
X-ray Observatory and ESA’s XMM-Newton reveals that unlike those on Earth and Saturn, the auroras at Jupiter’s 
poles behave independently of one another. These images combine X-ray data from Chandra (purple) with data 
from the NASA’s Juno spacecraft, which is currently in orbit around Jupiter.
